Quialifications:

*The Miss Katy pageant is open to young ladies who reside and/or are attending school in Parsons or
within a 30-mile radius of Parsons.

*Must be between the ages of 14-19.

*Must not have any dependents.

*Must be willing to appear in certain public events at the discretion of the Katy Committee.

*Must be in good standing with the community, and able to effectively serve as a role model.

*Must be willing to attend and fully participate in ALL scheduled events and practices.

*Must be sponsored by a business or organization.

*Must be planning to attend college or a trade/technical school after high school, or currently
attending college or a trade/technical school.

*Candidates must dress appropriately for the scheduled events, including the Coronation.

Candidates will be evaluated on the following categories:

*Interview
*Personal Introduction/Overall Presentation/Stage Presence
*Participation

Scholarships:

*A minimum of $1,000 in scholarships will be awarded. Scholarship money will be awarded upon
graduation from high school and upon full-time enrollment in a college or trade/technical school.

An Application must be submitted for each candidate to be used for current contact information and to
provide commentary during the Coronation. There will be a Workshop to learn and perfect presentation
skills, as well as practices for the actual events.

The Interview segment will be completed before the opening of Katy Days activities. It will be similar to a job
interview in terms of professional dress, content and formality. The interview will be 10-15 minutes long and
judged on poise, ability to communicate effectively, behavior/conduct, appropriate dress, sincerity, and
content of answers, among other criteria.

The Participation category will be evaluated based on actual attendance of Miss Katy events. Each event will
have points awarded based on timely attendance and whole-hearted participation.
